Our DTF was asked to Investigate the possibility of u.uln(a d{ft'unlr.t academic calendar.
We have concluded that only cur present quarter syatem and a modified early semester
svsten make sense for Evergreen.

I1f Evergreen switched to the early semester system, faculty would report no earlier

than Septerber 1 and have one or two days for advising and final preparations before classes
—which would run wuntil about December 2lst. Spring semester would begin in mid=- to
late-January and continue until mid-May. Students would then be free [or the summer,

bue faculty would stay an additional two weeks to prepare [or the subsequent Fall

Semester. Active teacrhing time in two semesters would equal the amount of active

teaching tioe in three quarters. Summer school would oceur in am elght=- or ten-week
session. It would probably begin In the second week of June and run uvntil early to
mid-August.

¥e think the argusents for the sesester system are strong encugh that we should seriously
consider a change in calendar. But we recognize that those arguments are largely estl-
mations. We list those arguments below; afterwvards we list arguments In favor of our
present system; and then ambiguous or "toss-up” issues. At the end we ask for your
input on an informal ballot. Please read these arguments carefully before making your
decision.

ARGIMENTS IX FAVOR OF THE MODIFIED EARLY SEMESTER SYSTEM

1. ™ore time and energy would be available for teaching and learning because of less
tire given to scart-up and wrap-up activitles. We would gala a full week of instruction
sioply by elizinating one evaluation week. In addition, since the first week or more
of each tern tends to be undermined because of students entering late or changing pro—
gra=s, we would eliminate scme of this disruptien by having it cccur only twice lnstead
of three times. Students and faculty wel{ have to write evaluations or letters of
reflection only twice a year instead of three times.

Z. Humerous other time consuning and expensive activities weeld accur only twice a
year instead of three times: program planning; advising; registration; academic fair;
contract negotiation; evaluation typing: evaluvation recording; financial aid negotiatiom;
housing enrollment. The work of program secretaries and registrar staff weild be evened
cut. Program secretaries would probably be able to do more things to help Eaculty in
teaching and even In research than they can new do. Some of these adjustments would
result in substantial dollar savings each year. (For example The Evergreen Evening
News costs abour 55,000 each time it Iis sent out.) These savings would almost cercainly
cffzet the one-time cost of conversion in two or three years.

3. GSavings might well result in more support for services now being cut, such as
v.‘.ﬂl.m!inna.

4. The semester system would reduce the size of the transcript.

___!l- It is not true that a move from three terms to two terms a year would give fewer
op tions to students. That would only be true if all programs were now only one guarter
long. In face, the semester system would probably Increase the number of real options
for moat students because our present system of one- and two- and three-quarter programs
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results in 8o many lmpossible curricular connections. That is, It frequently happens
now that the ending of one program deesn’t dove-tail with the beginning of the naxt
program that the student wants to take. As a result, the student i3 driven either
to quit a program before it is finished or to drop out of scheol for a quarter to
walt for the next program.

6. The month-long winter vacation would provide students with a lenger sut=-of-school
break durlng the year for work or travel or other relief from school. This might ease
the need many students now have for taking a quarter off from school and in this way
improve our retenticn or FTE tate and help students lose less time in gerting thelr degree.

7. Winter break would alee give students more time for getting caught up IF they have
an incomplete. Now, students with incompletes can seldom give their full actentfon to
the work of the new quarter.

8. The break would allow faculty to get in a substantial plece of study, research,
or travel -- or aimply to recharge thelr batreries. In most colleges, faculty can do
research while teaching. This is difficult at Evergreen. Thus the semester’s bunching
of vacacion would help.

5, The break would permit program secretaries and registration staff to finish with
all the Fall semester work before the next one begins. (It would probably eliminate
the need for overtime work in the Registrar's office.)

10. Students would be able to make more informed deciaions about whar fall proprams
to take because program planning for fall semester would take place during the last two
weeks In May. There would be detailed program descriptions, weekly schedules, and
reading lists avallable ar the beginning of summer. At present students must often
cheose programs without much knowledge of what will occur.

11. This will substantlally aid summer recrultment of students.

12. Programs could be planned better because the planning would ocecur earlier. Under
the present system, consclentious faculty sembers are forced to donate unpaid sum=er
time planning for programs because many [mportant matters such as book orders cannot
be put off till September 15th. And it Is hard to coordinate such sussmer planning
because of faculty vacation travel. Semesters would make summer more secure and pro-
ductive. If faculty members decide thev want to do some surmer preparation for thelr
program, they will be able to do so Far more efficlently because they will know pre=-
cisely what they are preparing for. If they dom't want to uwse their unpaid surmer tioe
for Evergreen work, nevertheless they will almost imevitably sull over and decpen their
underscanding of what they are going to do and come up with some good teaching fdeas --
simply because they will have already planned their program in May.

1}, The sesester system would help year-long programs by removing the temptation for
students to drop out in March when energy is liable to be low. Students who drop out
then wiss more than merely one-third of the program: they often miss ocut on the very
esgence of the program because many themas and issues don't come together till the pro-
gram gets to the end.

14. The semester system would probably decrease spring attrition of students {which
at present 1s substantial) and thereby even out the student faculty ratlo over the year.
This would mean chat we wouldn't have te inflate the size of semlnars in the fall in
anticipation of spring declines.

15. It would be easier to help new students entering at mid-year. At present we neecd
programs for mew students (and switching students) for BOTH winter and spring quarters.
It is hard to provide enough options. We have a particularly hard time atcracting
new students for spring quarter now — at just the tioe vhen we lose many of the enroclled
students. !
