Proposed new text for TESC:

Failure to Comply

Failure to comply with directions of College officials or emergency response personnel acting in performance of their duties and/or failure to identify oneself to these persons when requested to do so.

Violation of Federal, State or Local Law

Alleged violation of federal, state or local law.  Conviction of a felony or misdemeanor under circumstances where it is reasonable to conclude that the presence of the person at the College would constitute a danger to health, personal safety, or property or where the offense occurred on College premises or at College sponsored activities.

Unauthorized Access
The unauthorized entry into or onto, or the unauthorized remaining in, or upon, any College facility or unauthorized use of a key.
