Web Page Development - Links and Targets


Objective

To create connections between different web sources and sections of a webpage by using links and targets.

A. About Links 

1. A link is an element on a webpage that provides instant access to another web source.

2. Links can reference a URL (external file), another page in your folder, or a file (example: PDF).

3. Absolute links include the entire path (URL) to that file including the http:// protocol (example: http://academic.evergreen.edu/individuals/bustetts/photos.htm).  

4. Relative links reference the file in your folder.  In most cases, this is just a filename. (example: photos.htm)

B. Copying a URL to Link

5. Navigate to a page that you want to link from your home page (example: your program home page, www.evergreen.edu, or access.wa.gov).

6. Highlight the location field.

7. Select Edit > Copy.

C. Creating a Link to an Existing URL

8. Open your new page in Netscape Composer. 

9. Put the cursor where you want the link to appear.

10. Click on the Link button in the toolbar. [image: image1.png]Link
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11. Enter the words that will become your link in the Enter text to display for a new link: box (example: My Program Home Page).

12. In the box labeled Link to a page location or a local file:, click with the right mouse button.

13. Select Paste using your left mouse button.

14. Click OK.

15. Publish your changes and preview your page.  (Refer to steps L and M in the Webpage Development Basics outline.)

16. Test your new link.

17. Click on the Back button on the toolbar to return to your new page. [image: image3.png]Back





D. Linking to your New Page from your Home Page

1. Open your home page (home.htm) from Netscape Composer.[image: image4.png]



2. Type in the words that will become your link (example: Personal Page).

3. Highlight the words you just typed.

4. Click on the Link button in the toolbar.

5. In the box labeled Link to a page location or a local file:, type the name of your new page, for example personal.htm (this creates a relative link).

6. Click OK.

7. Save your page by selecting the Save button on the toolbar.  Remember to name it home.htm.

18. Publish your changes and preview your page. (Refer to steps L and M in the Webpage Development Basics outline.)

8. Click the Reload button on the toolbar to see the last published version of your page. [image: image5.png]



9. Test your new link.

10. Remain on your personal page.

E. Linking to your Home Page from your New Page

1. Return to ‘edit mode’ for your new page by clicking on the appropriate button along the bottom with the Netscape Composer symbol. [image: image6.png]



2. Type in the words that will become your link (example: Return to my Home Page).

3. Highlight the words you just typed.

4. Click on the Link button in the toolbar.

5. In the box labeled Link to a page location or a local file:, type home.htm. (This is another relative link.)

6. Click OK.

7. Save and publish your page.

8. Reload your page and test your new link.

F. Creating a Link to your email Address

1. Return to ‘edit mode’ for your Home Page by clicking on the appropriate button along the bottom with the Netscape Composer symbol .[image: image7.png]



2. Type your email address near the bottom of your page.

3. Highlight your address.

4. Click on the Link button in the toolbar.

5. Type mailto: [your e-mail address] (example: mailto: bustetts@evergreen.edu).

6. Save and publish your page.

7. Test your new email link.

G. About Targets

1. Targets allow you to make links within your page.  Your home page has targets set up labeled:
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2. Return to your home page in Composer.

3. Highlight the link Syllabus and click on the Link button.

4. Notice the pound sign and the word syllabus.  This refers to the target named syllabus that was created as part of the template.  The other targets are listed in the box below that.
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H. Creating a Target

1. Put the cursor at the place in your page where you want the target to take you (example: the top of your page).

2. Click on the Target button in the toolbar. [image: image10.png]&





3. Name the target (example: ToTop).

4. Click OK.

I. Creating the Link to the Target

1. Near the bottom of your page, type Return to Top.

2. Highlight Return to Top.

3. Click on the Link button in the toolbar.

4. Under Select a named target in current page, click on ToTop.

5. #ToTop appears in the Link to box.

6. Click OK.

7. Save and Publish your page

8. Test your new target.
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
