Web Page Development - Images


Objective

To add visual interest to webpages through the use of original and appropriated images.

A. Copying Images

1. In Netscape Navigator, type academic.evergreen.edu/curricular/webinst01/home.htm in the location field.

2. Position the cursor on the Evergreen logo and click the right mouse button.

3. Select Save Image As… (using the left mouse button).

4. Save the image file to your floppy disk.

B. Inserting Images onto your Page

1. Go to your web page and get into ‘edit mode’ by selecting File > Edit Page

2. Place the cursor on your page where you want the image to appear.

3. Click on the Image button on the toolbar. [image: image1.png]



4. Select Choose File… next to the Image Location box 

5. Navigate to and Open the file you just copied onto your floppy disk.

6. Adjust Text alignment and wrapping.

7. Click on the Alt. Text/LowRes button.

8. Type text in the Alternate Text box.  This will show on text only browsers, as your image is loading, and when the cursor is over your image in the browser.

9. If you want a low resolution image to load before your higher resolution image, you can specify the image’s name in the Low Resolution Image box.
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10. Click OK twice.

11. Save your page on your floppy.

12. Publish your changes and preview your page.

Alert: Images are always separate from the HTML pages (an HTML page will contain a ‘pointer’ to an image). You therefore must save images to the web server and on your disk when saving your web pages.  This is done automatically for you.
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C. Using Images as Backgrounds

1. Go to a website with copyright released images to use (www.ender-design.com/rg/backidx.html) or scan your own.  

2. Position the cursor on a background you wish to copy and click the right mouse button.

3. Select Save Image As… or Save Picture As… (using the left mouse button).

4. Save it to your floppy drive.

5. In 'edit mode' (Netscape Composer), select Format > Page Colors and Properties.

6. Be sure Colors and Background Tab is selected.

7. Click on the Use Image box, and click on Choose File.

8. Select the background you saved to your floppy drive.

9. Click OK.

10. Save and publish your page.
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
