*The faculty will also pay $7 per day for food aboard, and students who are absent some days of the trip will not be expected to pay for those days.  

** Moorage, fuel and emergencies fees ($ 56) are due as cash to Sarah by Tuesday, August 5.  Any funds will be returned to you if they are not needed.  Examples of emergencies would include miscalculations in food expenditure, small repairs, emergency moorage due to inclement weather, or van rental fees for the same reason.  Emergency expenditures are rare and usually refundable.

****Must be deposited with the College Cashier by Thursday, August 7.  You must show a receipt to Sarah on Thursday for this amount of deposit.  The budget number to deposit to is: 24420 with an account number of  52504.

Carry approximately $20 for museum and ferry fees, and plan for dining on shore two or three times if you can afford it, so you don’t have to miss any spontaneous social events on shore.

Showers will usually require quarters, as will laundry.  Showers range in cost from $.50 to $2.00 depending upon the length of shower you like and the facility itself.  Showers, laundry and reasonable grocery shopping will be available at Port Townsend and Friday Harbor.  There may be one or two more opportunities to shower: Spenser Spit State Park  or Roche Harbor on the way to Garrison Bay.
