Questions:
1. How much power do you have?  Can you, as a private citizen, write a bill—or get your idea turned into a law?  Describe the process you need to go through in Washington State to take your idea and make it a reality.
2. What is intelligence?  Define two different notions of intelligence—one of them being Piaget’s understanding of intelligence.  Explain the notions of conservation and reversibility.  Using these ideas, develop your own class project that would show your understanding  and ability to apply Piaget’s theory to the children’s experience in your class. 
3. Compare and contrast language development from both Vygotsky and Piaget’s points of view.  How would these different views of language affect a teacher working with young children?  Give concrete examples. 
4. Do you think you learn by experience?  If so, what are the implications of this idea in your own life?
