 Fall quarter Portfolio requirements and Winter, 2003 Schedule

Fall quarter portfolio requirements:

Credit and evaluation-See program covenant for complete version
Students will receive full academic credit (sixteen quarter hours each quarter) based upon satisfactory and on-time completion of all program requirements and assignments.  Each violation of the student covenant--such as failing to complete assignments, failure to attend all program activities, plagiarism--constitutes grounds for denial of some or all credit and places the student at risk for dismissal from the program.  To receive full credit, a student will be required to:

· regularly attend all scheduled program activities (lectures, seminars, workshops, films, retreats, and group presentations).  If for some reason a student cannot attend any session, she/he should contact her/his seminar leader in advance. 

· be a contributing member of the book seminar, lecture, workshop and film discussions.

· complete all assigned work (books, papers, group project, workbook and chapter exercises, quarterly exams, etc.) on time and in accordance with the requirements of each seminar, module or workshop. 

to participate in an end-of-the-quarter evaluation conference with her/his seminar leader, bringing to the conference a typed self-evaluation and an evaluation of her/his faculty seminar leader. Unless you are leaving the program, these are in-house evaluations. Your self-evaluation need not be on the official form. Faculty seminar leader evaluations are not optional and must be on the form. Evaluations of faculty other than your seminar leader are optional and encouraged. Faculty evaluations may be given to the faculty member of to our program secretaries, Ms. Pam Udovich or Ms. Carolyn Walker. If you do not  complete both your evaluation meeting will be cancelled and possibly rescheduled.
The portfolio: Your work should be organized in a 3-ring notebook with clearly divided subsections for each component of the program.  Assignments must be arranged in chronological order of completion. Just a reminder-we will not review portfolios if they are not neat and orderly. We strongly urge that you use this format to avoid problems.
The portfolio should contain the following material:

· a copy of the social contract 

· a copy of the program covenant 

· three synthesis papers

· nine seminar preparation papers 

· 5-10 abstracts of professional journal articles (see your project leader)

· a key word bibliography of primary literature review project

· a representation of your collaborative project and the group and individual assessment

· primary literature review project summary (see your project leader)

· All assessments(2-biology, 1 social science), completed

· All workshops (4 biology, 3 social science, mask making autobiographical story)

· 9 Web Crossing of your responses to other synthesis papers

· other work you want to use as evidence of your work and progress through the quarter (no notes, please)
