Writer’s Workshop 2002-03

Background: 

Five writing strands are offered for Writer’s Workshop this year, each described below. Students are asked to select and commit to one strand. The strands meet four times during fall quarter and four times during winter quarter (on the Saturday afternoons of our weekends classes, from 2 to 5 p.m.). Our program’s Writer’s Fair, which will be held at a weekend class during spring quarter, will provide opportunities to share work created in Writer’s Workshop. If you are not sure which strand is best for you, speak with your site faculty or the faculty teaching the strand. The strands are:

Telling Our Stories: Autobiography, Biography, and Ethnographic Writing-

Students will study the various kinds of narrative writing and the ethics involved in the telling of stories that are fact based or experiential.  They will look at the impacts of these styles of writing.  They will practice various forms of narrative writing and will share some of these stories in small groups.  Students will begin to learn about research, investigation, and interviewing. Guest speakers will be invited to participate. By the end of winter quarter each student will have at least one piece of writing to contribute to the Writer’s Fair.
