Outline of a Mystery Story 

Due: Tues., Oct. 26

We have already discussed how you might outline a story, so we will not re-hash it here. While some of you will outline your story in more detail and depth than others, we expect all of you to outline your piece in as much specificity as possible. Hopefully, most of you will find this assignment useful, though we expect some of you will not. In either case, try making an outline and see to what degree it is useful. Outlining is simply one strategy to use; try it and see if it works for you. 

You may write your outline in whatever form you find most helpful. You may use a standard, hierarchical form (I, IA, IA1, IA2, IB, etc…) Or you may want to make an ordered list of significant actions, clues, discoveries, etc. Remember that you are making a blueprint from which you can later stray. You may even want to make a few outlines which follow various plot possibilities. You also might want to give the on-stage as well as the off-stage developments too. The more details you provide, the more feedback we can then offer. 
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
