How People Learn

Jigsaw Teaching
For this workshop we will use a procedure for structuring learning groups called a jigsaw.  You will divide into three chapter groups.  Each group will prepare to teach one chapter of Kegan (5,6 or 7) to members of the class who have not yet studied the chapter in depth.  Each of you is dependent on your peers for success in learning all the material. Each of you is accountable for teaching the material in your chapter to the others as well as learning the material they are teaching.

Through this jigsaw teaching you will: 


1.
Explore how Kegan pursues his argument for the book through your assigned chapter; and 


2.
Use what you are learning about “how people learn” to design the form in which you teach the ideas from this chapter.  

Overview

Homework for Monday:  Read your assigned chapter carefully 
Review your notes to make a list of the kinds of factors that promote learning & help your classmates develop a deep understanding of the core ideas from this chapter.



2.
Clarify understanding of chapter and identify key points/issues that you will teach (Monday, May 16th).



3.
Brainstorm, plan and rehearse how you will teach about the chapter using principles of learning that you are beginning to develop (Tuesday, May 17th)



4.
Teach pertinent themes of chapter to your peers.  Each chapter pair will have 30 minutes to teach their chapter.  (Wednesday, May 18th)

Preparation to Teach

Seminar, Monday May 16th


NOTE:  There will be 3-4 jigsaw teaching groups. You will be teaching your chapter in pairs to about 4 other people.  It is important that each of you understands the chapter well enough to talk about it.


Learn and become an expert in your material.  
Get together with the eight members of your chapter group.  Your task in this group is to develop a good understanding of:

· what Kegan is arguing in this chapter; 

· how he uses examples to make his argument;

· how the argument for this chapter ties into Kegan’s bigger argument for the book; and

· what you see the implications of his argument as being.

You will work cooperatively to ensure that all group members master all the assigned material.  

Last 15 minutes on butcher paper:  

· Make a list of the key ideas you plan to teach.  

· Identify ideas and points that seem important but that are still confusing.  

· Begin a brainstorm for ways in which you might go about teaching.



Homework for tomorrow

· Identify another example/context that is relevant to the chapter and which you could use to apply and examine Kegan’s main points with.  


· Use the program material to identify some key factors about learning that you’d like to keep in mind as you teach.  Make a list and bring it with you to class.
Preparation to Teach

Tuesday afternoon, May 17th

A. Pair up with someone teaching the same chapter as you.

B. Each pair should work together on their section to work cooperatively and complete these tasks:

1. First 30 mins:  Review thoroughly the author’s main points, identify what to teach and practice explaining it. 

a. Share examples scenarios you identified for your homework.  Pick one to focus on.

b. Take turns using these examples as tools for explaining the main points and issues raised by the chapter.  Person A summarizes the content to Person B.  Person B listens, checks for accuracy, and states how it relates to material previously learned.

c. Reverse roles, and repeat the procedure.

2. Plan how to best teach your material to the other group members.  

a. Share your list of the key factors about learning that you’d like to keep in mind as you teach.  

b. Identify 1-2 that seem particularly important to the material you are going to teach.

c. Plan how you are going to teach & how your teaching will use these factors.

C.
Meet with the other people who have prepared the same chapter as you and your partner did.  Work cooperatively to complete these tasks:


1. Compare and clarify understanding of any important material.  


2. Review and share ideas. Review what each person plans to teach his or her group and share ideas about how to teach the material.  Share ideas about what kinds of visuals could be effective.  Incorporate the best ideas from all plans into each person’s presentation.

1. PRACTICE (  with your partner
2. Prepare your materials.

3. PRACTICE (  on a friend partner.  The more experience you have talking about and explaining the big ideas, and trying out your teaching ideas, the more confident and polished you’ll be in the teaching-learning ring.
