You should post your first critical comment, based on this reading, by 10:00 p.m.  You may post it anytime beginning Wednesday up to that deadline on Thursday night.  If you don't make the deadline, you are required to post anyway.  Please note, however, that a pattern of tardiness in meeting deadlines will be the basis for negative narrative in your evaluation.  The next deadline for your critical comment is Monday, January 10, 10:00 p.m.  These deadlines reoccur twice weekly, on Mondays and Thursdays. 

Friday - Online Critical Discussion: 
By 11:00 p.m., you must post at least two responses to the critical comments posted the previous day by classmates in your Web-X group.  This means a total of two responses, not two responses to each critical comment posted by your peers.  You may post your responses anytime from 10:05 p.m. Thursday night up to the Friday deadline.  If you decide to post your responses after 10:05 p.m. on Thursday night and you logged into Web-X before the 10:00 p.m. deadline (perhaps to post your critical comment), be sure to reload/refresh so that you can see the critical comments that were posted after you logged in.  The next deadline for your responses is Tuesday, January 11, 11:00 p.m.  These deadlines reoccur twice weekly on Tuesdays and Fridays throughout the quarter.
