So I’m wondering how my smoking shelter design can actually represent “gaining ground,” or improve on the Evergreen environment.  Do I want to gain ground in my personal campaign against smoking?  What’s at the root of so much smoking?  Stress?  Am I sheltering an addiction or a symptom?  How do I design to address both?  Can I?  I could make a shelter that’s uncomfortable, or unpleasant, but would that just add to stress?  As I look at the quote again, I’m thinking, is smoking a threat to my way of life?  Is “the middle course” a good design strategy?”
