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Woodshop Project: Joining

The purpose of this project is to give you an introduction to a fundamental building material, wood, and to the tools and equipment used for cutting and joining it. We’d like you to gain:

	Familiarity with and understanding of materials:

· Dimensioned lumber

· Fasteners: Nails, drywall screws, bolts, hinges

· Plywood

· One alternative or recycled material
	Familiarity and confidence with tools:
· Hand tools: hammer, screw driver, hand saw

· Hand power tools: Drill, skill saw, jig saw, nail gun

· Larger power tools: Chop saw, table saw, panel saw


Project
Using no more than twelve linear feet of dimensioned or previously milled lumber (no logs, branches, or rough lumber), make a construction with at least one of each of the following joint types:

· A lap joint (one member cut (or lapped) into another),

· A triangulated joint (one reinforced with a diagonal member or triangular “web,”

· A hinged joint.

Using one of these joint types, add an element made from alternative or recycled material.
