Seminar Assignment # 1 (due 10-3, week 2)

Before reading through the text selections, prepare a list of careers or jobs that a chemist could have.  Read the three distributed chapters from Great Jobs for Chemistry Majors by Mark Rowh.  Add to your previous job list, using a different color of ink.  Prepare a one or two paragraph statement describing your professional goals after Evergreen.

Seminar Assignment # 2 (due 10-10, week 3)

Write a one-paragraph reflection on the “Scientific Ethics Workshop” from week two.  Read chapters 1-4 in The Ethical Chemist. Write up a brief description of a situation where an undergraduate at Evergreen might be faced with an ethical dilemma pertaining to scientific ethics.

Seminar Assignment # 3 (due 10-17, week 4)

Read pgs 107-114 (appendix) in The Ethical Chemist.  Reexamine the case “Nearing the Limit” (pg 31) and use the material from the appendix to support your group’s decision on the case.  Please limit your explanation to two paragraphs and type your work.

Seminar Assignment # 4 (due 10-31, week 6)

The four ethical theories discussed in the text The Ethical Chemist include utilitarian, deontological, virtue, and communitarian.  Create a visual display that enables a viewer to easily see the similarities and differences between each theory. (Examples of visual displays would include: diagrams, maps, charts, geometric patterns with overlapping edges, any variety of art, tables, etc.)  Unless necessary, keep your size to 9 ½ inch by 11 inch…Typing is not required but be sure your assignment looks professional.

Seminar Assignment # 5 (due
11-28, week 9)

Write a short (two pages maximum) opinion paper addressing three examples from the book Suffering Made Real where scientific ethics plays a role.  Use quotations from the text to support your ideas. Be sure to reference your text selections.  There should be a three-fold goal for this assignment. (1) Wow me with your writing ability. (2) Demonstrate your solid comprehension of scientific ethics and the application of these theories to real situations. (3) Indicate your comprehensive reading of the book.
