New Students: In the winter we read chapters 1, 2, 6, 13, and 22.  If you want to read something less than all of these I would suggest you take up chapters in this order: 13, 1, 2, 22, and 6.

Continuing students: You might want to review the earlier assignment, especially chapter 13.
