Your final project will have two parts:  the written project that you submit to your seminar faculty in your Portfolio, and the presentation to the Friendship program. Your proposal for your final project should follow this format.  If your project changes after your proposal is approved, check with your faculty.

1. Proposed title

2. Proposed format:  [that is, what will your project look like?  A poem? An essay?  A photo essay?   A painting?  A play?  A slide/tape presentation?]

3. A discussion outlining the way you will use your interview transcript.  You want to explain how much tape you have, what parts of the interview you will use, how you have transformed the interview into something else.

4. A discussion outlining the work you have yet to finish—where are you in the project as of November 9, and what do you still need to accomplish.

5. What will your final written project be?

6. How will you present the project to us?  (you may decide to present an excerpt of a paper or story, read an informal artist’s statement, etc.)

7. A timeline of the work you still need to do.  

8. Any special equipment you will need for your presentation (do you need a VCR?  Do you need access to the campus darkroom?  Do you need an easel to hold a painting?  Etc).

A successful project proposal will be realistic, will make creative use of the interview material, will focus on ideas of friendship, and will demonstrate the thought that has already gone into the project.  We will schedule 10 minutes for each presentation, so be sure your presentation fits within that limit.  Let us know if you think you need more time.  Note:  in order to have time for everyone, we’ll need to schedule Wednesday, December 7, 2-4 for presentations.  Save the time!
Your seminar faculty will approve your project (or send you back to the drawing board) by Tuesday, November 15.
