Creative Project

Language & Law, Winter 2006

During the last week of the quarter, you will have the opportunity to present a creative project in which you work with the themes of our program in a medium of your choice.  This project can be a skit, a set of poems, a short story, a monologue, a series of paintings, drawings, or photographs, a collage; in short, any sort of creative project that allows you to express what you have learned in the program in a creative format.  We envision your project to take from 6-10 hours to prepare.  Everyone works differently, but this is a general guideline to follow.

You may do this work collaboratively or individually.  You will need to write a Statement of the Creative Project due Thursday, Week IX, March 9 by 5:00pm, either given to us in our offices or emailed.  We have scheduled in-class time for you in case you need to work with a group or to use campus facilities on Thursday, March 9, from 11:00 to 5:00.

Statement of the Creative Project: Please include all information below in this format.

1. Your name

2. Title of the project

3. Type of project (e.g. writing, art, performance).  Explain this in a short paragraph that gives adequate detail so that the reader can understand the scope.

4. Participants in the project besides yourself

5. If this is a performance, the length of time you will need (generally, not to exceed 20 minutes, but exceptions can occur).

We envision the following schedule, which could change depending on the statements we receive.  Each presentation will be followed (or, in the case of art) accompanied by an explanation of your work and discussion.  If you choose to write a piece, please consider presenting it orally.  This will allow us to experience it as a group and to have a discussion afterwards.  If this is not possible, we will help you consider ways of presenting your work in an alternative way.  (Because of a tight budget, we cannot use program funds to make copies of all written work for everyone in the program.)
