Draw your examples to support the position you’ve taken from Hoffman’s Lost in Translation; Berk-Seligson’s The Bilingual Courtroom; and Lippi-Green’s English with an Accent.  

Your first full draft is due at our peer editing session, Wed. Jan. 18 11:00-1:00.  (This is a change in your printed syllabus to accommodate the peer writing tutors.)  We encourage you to work individually with a peer writing tutor in the Writing Center; making appointments soon is essential.  These tutors can help you at the brainstorming phase or after the peer editing session.  Your final draft is due at the beginning of seminar, Thursday, Jan. 26.

All papers should be typed, double-spaced, stapled, with your name, faculty sponsor name, and date in the upper right hand corner.  A title is optional but always welcome.
