Identity journal

Throughout the quarter we will ask you to keep an identity journal. This is a place for you to engage in personal reflections based on weekly prompts. You should use your journal as a place to think deeply about your beliefs and assumptions, engage in an honest conversation with yourself, and consider the implications of your beliefs and ideas on the students, parents, and faculty you will work with.

We recognize that your journal writing will be a personal journey. Your journey also has significant professional conversations. We will ask you to submit your journal to us several times during the quarter. Our role in reading your journal is to point out places for you to probe further, encourage you to extend your thinking, and sometime challenge assumptions that you may not notice. There may be portions that you do not want us to read. When that is the case, please paper-clip together those pages, and put a post-it note outside those pages to indicate which prompt you are responding to within those closed pages.
