	Introduction

	Establishes the purpose of the study

	Literature review
	Frames the study within the existing body of literature and shows a hole that needs to be filled by this study

	Theoretical Framework
	Shows the theory on which this study builds. What is known?

	Methods/Analysis

	Describes how subjects or settings are selected or entered, how data is collected and analyzed.

	Findings

	Describes what is found in systematic ways, generally without interpretation

	Discussion

	Interprets the study in light of prior research & makes claims

	Implications
	Makes suggestions for practice or future study based on this study’s findings
