	People: Do results apply to non research participants who share characteristics with research participants?

	Places, environments, settings: Do you think the same results would occur in different environments, places, or settings?
	

	Time: Is time a factor? Time of day, week, month, year, era?
	

	Levels of treatment:
Do the kind, amount, intensity, and frequency of treatment (intervention) matter in terms of the claims the author makes?
	

	Procedures, Conditions, and Measurement:
Do the procedures, conditions or measurement tools used in this study suggest results are particular to this study?
