Assignments due for everyone

1. For Monday, Jan. 9th, bring the revised version of your master’s paper question accompanied by an explanation of why this question is important to you, to your students, and to the professional education community.

NEW – Read chapter 1 of the Meltzoff Research book (10 pages)
2. For Tuesday, Jan. 10th, read:

a) **NOW DUE WEDNESDAY MORNING **the Preface and Chapter One of Spring’s The American School 1642-2004, SIXTH EDITION (yes, the edition matters!).  Bring with you to class a brief written reaction to these sections and a statement about how you define “history”.

b) Rogoff’s Apprenticeship in Thinking.  You need to bring to seminar EITHER a visual organizer OR a short response piece that identifies the author’s major points and ways she supported those points, along with your critique and questions.

Assignment for the K-8 Grade-band

1. **NOW DUE TUESDAY  MORNING **For Wednesday, Jan. 11th,  read carefully the articles Sherry provided in class on Friday, Dec. 9th (National Reading Panel Report, and NCTE Guidelines).  Create and bring to class a visual organizer that compares (similarities) and contrasts (differences) these two reports. Each makes claims about what reading is and how it should be taught.
