Please keep the names of the interviewees in the paper and the Final Version.  We will

deal with process of not putting the individuals' names on the website.

LATE WORK

We need ALL late work (lit reviews, late papers, etc.) by FRIDAY, JUNE 8 at 4:00 pm

in our boxes.  We need the entire weekend to write evals. We want hard copy in our boxes (see syllabus for locations).  The earlier you get in all your final work, the earlier you can meet with us for Evaluation Conferences--you are prioritized for an earlier slot.

FINAL DIGITAL VERSION OF PAPERS

Also by Friday, June 8 at 4:00 pm, you need to send the Final Version of your papers in digital form (NOT hard copy).  They must be:

1. In one single file, with all three sections and graphics together in one Word document.

It would be named with your group initials and last name (and no spaces).  

EXAMPLE: LASchwarzenegger.doc

Group initials:

ME: Middle East/Africa/Europe

NA: North America

LA: Latin America

AP: Asia/Pacific

(Do NOT submit rtf or wp or any files other than MS Word.) 

2. You need to make all the corrections/edits that Larry and I identified in your initial

drafts.  Be very careful that you don't create new problems when you correct old problems. A good way to keep track is to mark edits off with a yellow marker to see if you missed any.

Combine all your bibliographies (works cited) into a single bibliography.

3. Pick your own overall name for your Final Version, which needs to include the name of the place or country. But inside, the format needs to be the same for all Final Version papers. The three sections of your Final Version should have these headings:

PART I: HISTORY

PART I: PRESENT ERA

PART III: PERSPECTIVE

4. Maps and other graphics should be actually dropped into the Word file. You need to cite the source with both the webpage name and the direct URL of the graphic.  This is NOT the URL of the home website or search engine, but the actual URL that if you click it you will see the map/ graphic.  

EXAMPLE:

CIA Kyrgyzstan

(Drop in only graphic types such  jpeg, tiff, gif, etc.--NOT larger files such as bmp)

5. You do NOT need to submit a hard copy of the Final Version. E-mail

the Final Version as an attachment to  Zoltan Grossman at grossmaz@evergreen.edu  Zoltan’s students do not have to submit the marked-up drafts (I kept a copy), but Larry’s students should leave them in Zoltan’s box (1st floor Lab 1 or room 3012). Save and back-up your Final Version.
