Glass, Fingerprints, and Ink Chromatography--Revisited

There are three different parts of the lab, and you can complete them in any order.  You will need to bring the lab handouts and your lab notebooks from last quarter on ink chromatography, glass, and fingerprint analysis.

Glass Evidence
Obtain a sample of an unknown glass.  Use microscopy and density measurements to compare your unknown sample to known samples of glass.  
What type of glass is your unknown sample?  How do you know?  GIVE EVIDENCE, INCLUDING DENSITY MEASUREMENTS!!
Fingerprints
Obtain an item that has a latent print on it.  The fingerprints of Sharon, Toska, Rebecca, Shane, and Kristina have been provided for you.  
Whose print is on your item?  How do you know?  GIVE EVIDENCE!!!!  
Ink Chromatography

Obtain a note written by a bad guy.  Use ink chromatography to determine which of the 3 pens could have been used to write the note.
