	MATERIALS   NEEDED: “Inch by Inch” by Leo Leonni, Rulers, construction paper, string and ribbons, scissors, glue 

 

	KEY   CONCEPTS:  Measuring Length

	Learning Goals: (What do you expect students to learn and be able to do from this lesson.) 

Students will know how to use a ruler accurately and be able to measure a variety of lengths. 

Understand that lengths and distances are something that can be/are measured in daily life.

	PROCEDURES:  (Label each step in the process:  Activating Prior Knowledge, Disequilibration, Elaboration, Crystallization)
· Introduction/Preassessment (Do some activitiy to see what your students know.)

     Before activities, have a brief discussion about measuring tools and things that we measure.  Assess for prior knowledge and state that we’re going to practice

     measuring different one-inch pieces of certain items and use our imagination to create art with those pieces.

     

    

· Activity (Imagine that you were writing this for a substitute to teach. Be detailed and specific.)

    Read “Inch by Inch” aloud to class.  Stop at intervals and check for student comprehension of the concepts being discussed.

    Pass out a piece of construction paper to each student.  Place a variety of string/ribbon pieces (all precut at 10 inches each) in the center of table. 

    Each student receives scissors and glue and can choose several pieces of string to make an “Inch Poster” with.  Demonstrate to students how to 

    measure one- inch pieces (with a ruler) and cut them.  Students will design their posters using a variety of one- inch pieces of string and ribbon.

    Closure
    When posters are completed ask each student to share his/her poster and describe what they made with their inch pieces of string/ribbon.

    Display posters in classroom, ask students what they liked most about the lesson, and state that tomorrow you will be using different things to

    measure with and thank each student for working so hard and making such wonderful pieces of “Inch Art”.

 Gage comprehension and prior knowledge from beginning discussion and comprehension questions during reading “Inch by Inch”

Informal assessment – observations- while students cut one- inch pieces of string.  Assess whether any new learning had occurred by prior knowledge and demonstration of skills with ruler 

	TEACHER REFLECTION (What went well, what would you do differently?)

What went well:

· Students appeared engaged in the “Inch by Inch” story book

· Poster activity allowed for  “triangle lesson” (what all students will be able to do, what most students will be able to do,

      what some student will be able to do)

· Although several students added longer pieces to their posters, when asked, they successfully pointed to pieces that were one inch long.

· Most students demonstrated the ability to measure and cut a one-inch piece of ribbon

· Overall, I felt the book and poster activity met the goal of introducing measurement and the students are gaining an understanding of 

Things that can be measured and how to measure length.

What didn’t go so well:

· Some students did not engage in the poster activity and/or became bored quickly.

· I left too much time for the poster activity.  A few students used the time to work diligently on posters, but overall I was not prepared for

      students to be done early or disengaged from task and wanting to move on to something else.

· I did not have a supporting activity to follow the poster activity in case kids finished quickly or were completely disinterested.

Next time, I will have picture books on measurement for kids to look at and follow with a discussion about what they found

 in the books (or other related and independent activity).
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
