CHAPTER ONE: INTRODUCTION

A. Statement of the Research Question - Your paper will be built around a question that has the potential to help you become a more effective teacher for children with diverse needs and backgrounds. Framing the question appropriately is the foundation for a useful land interesting paper.

B. Rationale - Papers of the type you will be writing generally begin with a rationale or literature base, as opposed to a critique of the research, for exploring the question. The rationale foreshadows the larger research literature critique. In the rationale, you define your terms (not everyone defines "experiential" or "developmental", or "reluctant readers” as you do), and state the limitations you are placing on your research.
