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Assessment for Learning

· The goal of formative assessment is improvement of student motivation and learning.

· Helps teacher provide immediate feedback and modifications in instruction to improve learning

· Formative assessment refines and makes explicit the achievement targets for students, with the goal being mastery 

· Formative assessments are meant to create productive reactions to assessment results. Logical consequences and assessment recognition of both challenges and successes builds student confidence in their abilities. This helps the learner 'choose to keep trying.' When used correctly, formative assessments aid the students' intrinsic motivation and sense of control, taking the fear out of school.

· Clear, quick feedback is key. Formative assessments work well in a workshop system, where teacher can conference with student on skills
