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Essential to Standard- Based Literacy Principles:

Be precise in instruction.

· Know what you are teaching and why

· Instruct – don’t waste time on activities

· Slow down and teach units of study in depth supported by focused minilessons

· Model what you want children to know.

Assess each child’s strengths

· See children as individuals

· Assess student understanding in reading and writing

· Be broad in the types of assessment used, from teacher observation and anecdotal notes to forms reading assessment to unpacking student work in relation to performance.

Designing Assessment

· Consider your understanding of performance standards. What are students supposed to do? 

· Consider how you use assessment to inform your instruction. Is it powerful?

· Consider unpacking student work to develop an understanding of what students know and are able to do.

· Consider using this information to teach.

Strategic Assessment: 

Know your student to help facilitate your understanding of their work. 

Find strengths and abilities as a reader, writer, and conversationalist


Examine student work - look closely to determine students’ understanding 
· About print, About genres of writing

· About content and craft of writing
· Communication thoughts and feelings with the world

· About writing conventions
