3. Choose two paragraphs of your partner’s paper and graph the sentence length. Describe your findings. How much variation is there in sentence length? Are there any detectable patterns?

4. Authorial intrusion. How present is the author in the paper? Circle any “I,” ”you,” “one,” and “we.” Copy two sentences below that use personal pronouns and rewrite them without the pronouns.

5. Use a metaphor and a simile to rewrite two sentences in the paper. Copy original and new version below:

6. Suggest two parts of the paper in which the use of numbers or statistics could be used to illustrate a point. 

7. Note below and in the paper at least two places in the paper where concrete, specific details or examples are needed. 

8. Discuss below the most pesky mechanical problem the author has, and mark those places in the paper where the problem occurs, e.g. spelling, run-on sentences, incorrectly punctuated attributions and bibliography, etc. 

9. List two aspects of writing the author did well.

10. List two aspects of writing the author needs to work on.
