Final Nature Walk

McLane Creek Centennial Demonstration and Nature Trail

May 20, 2008

Learning Objectives: 1) To identify the 23 plants/groups as listed in the "Natural History Lab: Native and Edible Plants" in a more natural setting than the campus.  2) To learn the ethnobotanical uses of these plants through student oral reports. 

We will have a nature walk and our final quiz on plant identification.  You will not be asked the Latin names, but some of the families we have studied might be useful!   You will be teaching your classmates the ethnobotanical uses of the plant you have been following.

Rain or shine meet at 2 pm at McLane Creek Centennial Demonstration and Nature Trail.  Meet at trail head.  You can bike or drive the 5 miles to the site.  Take the Evergreen Parkway or bike path to Mud Bay.  Take a right on Mud Bay and quick left on Delphi.  Drive or bike 3.6 miles to a large brown sign identifying McLane Creek Centennial Demonstration and Nature Trail" on your right.  On your way you will cross the creek itself, but continue on up the hill to the sign and the nature trail.  Enter and drive/bike down the single lane paved road to the trailhead where there is a parking area.
