This program is designed for students ready for intermediate to advance work, who are ready to work independently in the studio, but are also interested in the learning community that a classroom provides. The academic content, lectures, and instruction are collaboration between the instructor and the students enrolled. The program format is set; the interests of the program consensus will determine peer review groups as well as lecture, demonstrations, and instruction. This is a full-time program and each student will be expected to commit themselves to at least forty hours of work a week between studio and classroom.

The program will meet with the instructor on a schedule set generally on a bi-weekly basis. During A Weeks, Erica will be present in critique, seminar, and student meetings individually or in small groups. During B Weeks, Erica will not be on campus, but remain in communication through the class website, email, and phone as needed. This format requires that the student be responsible and able to work independently while maintaining conscientious accountability to their program peers and instructor.

Critique, Peer Reviews, Assignments, and Portfolio – During A weeks you are expected to present work ready for critique; works in progress will be considered only if they are at a point that can be justifiably critiqued. Though this is not required, it is strongly suggested that during critiques and peer work reviews, you write short responses, questions, comments, and/or suggestions as a courtesy for the artist.

Throughout the quarter, there will be a series of small assignments that are intended to help build your skills in assessment, critique, and writing, as well as strengthen your portfolio and ability to professionally self-represent. Planned assignments include: a 10-minute PowerPoint presentation introducing the program to your work and influences; a one-page art review (a recently attended, current exhibition of the student’s choice); visiting artist/speaker preparation—a brief, one-half page review of a chosen art work or performance accompanied by a series of five questions directed to the visitor; the crafting of an artist statement, an artist resume or c.v. and a short biography. At the end of the term, you will be expected to present a comprehensive program sketchbook (intellectual and artistic) including all of your responses, draft and corrected/completed assignments, and a CD portfolio of your work with a standard image identification list.

Seminars, Response Papers, and Online Forum– In seminars, lecture/workshops, readings and writing assignments, we’ll consider contemporary art practice, theory, and history.  As a group, we will have common reading for seminar discussion. You will be asked to work in small groups to lead seminar; to prepare, it is encouraged that your group meet pre-seminar to generate discussion questions and topics. Every student will help lead seminar at least once. In addition, each student will write a one-page evaluation of a different seminar. This reflection should primarily focus on the ideas considered; however, a portion of the paper should also evaluate the effectiveness and/or quality of the discussion. These notes may help you to consider which methods or tactics one might utilize to aptly lead seminar. These responses will be collected at the start of seminar the following week. 

Each week, you will write a response to the seminar readings, presented as both a paper as well as an entry in that week’s online forum. The seminar paper should include an in depth discussion of one major idea or questions generated from the text. It should not be a discussion of why you liked or disliked the text, nor should it be a book report recapping the highlights. First, prepare a typed, one-page response paper (Minimum 500 words, Times or Ariel font, 10 or 12-point size, single spaced). These papers should be printed and will be collected at the beginning of seminar; if it is a week I am gone, the TA or a Seminar Leader will collect them and deliver them to my office. Next, you will post this response to the online forum by copying your text and pasting it in the forum. These should be posted online before seminar begins that week. 

Studio Progress Reports – At the beginning of your work review day as well as during your individual meetings, you are expected to have on hand, materials that demonstrate the progress of your studio activities. If you do not have a finished piece, you may present sketches, contact sheets, other images, text, or related materials for discussion.  It is recommended that you keep a studio journal or sketchbook; in this you may note developments in your conceptual investigations as well as your studio practice and experiments. During B weeks, a brief summery of activities accompanied with images will be emailed to the instructor.

ATTENDANCE/PARTICIPATION – This is a 16-credit, full-time program, it is expected that students will commit a minimum of 40 hours per week.  Attendance is mandatory. Three absences from scheduled program sessions may result in loss of credit (AM and PM sessions are counted separately as two sessions). Missing a critique or the final studio cleanup will be considered a more severe infraction and weighed as two sessions. All artwork must be removed prior to studio cleanup. Missing the final studio cleanup may result in a $50 fine. 

If you anticipate missing a scheduled program session, it is expected that you will notify the instructor and make any necessary prior arrangements. This does not necessarily mean your absence will not be counted, but in some cases may be excused. If you are absent due to a medical reason, bring a doctor’s note with you to the following class. For any missed sessions, it is the student’s responsibility to solicit help from classmates so as to make up any work, screenings, or workshops. If you are unsure about your obligations, you should check in with the instructor, do not expect that they will check in on you.  

If any student acts inappropriately, is disrespectful, incompliant, or unwilling to participate in class activities, the instructor may ask them to leave that class session. In serious events, they will be asked to leave the program entirely.

Expectations for Credit – Credit will be awarded according to each student’s individual proposal and agreement. Credit may be awarded various visual and expressive arts disciplines, art history, criticism, and theory.

LATE WORK:  Work is due at the start of Critiques and Work Reviews.  This will be strictly adhered to. Late work will not be reviewed or awarded credit except by prior arrangement with faculty, with no extensions will be awarded more than one week. No work will be accepted after the 10th week. Incompletes will not be awarded.
