Directions:

From Evergreen, head east on Rte 101, connect with Interstate 5, N to Seattle. 

Take Interstate 5 until Exit 163, which is the West Seattle Bridge exit.

Before crossing the bridge, take the right-hand exit --Harbor Island and Spokane. 

As you come off the exit, merge left and follow signs to West Seattle.

Follow road across the Spokane Bridge.

Take the 2nd right – West Marginal Way; you’ll be making almost a U-turn onto West Marginal Way.

Follow this for about ¾ mile.

You’ll see Herring’s House Park, on your left; park there.

Or, if you pass this, you’ll see the Duwamish Tribal Office & Longhouse; you can park there also.
