This will continue into the afternoon session -- first in small groups and then in a wrap-up discussion on the overall significance and impact of this case. 
 

In developing a picture of these 4 perspectives or frameworks, consider the following:
What is their knowledge base? What are the criteria for evidence? What principles and values guide their work and efforts? How do they cultivate a perspective and argumentation? What is their goal? How do they connect or clash with other perspectives or approaches (ex., attorneys and journalists)?
This is not a simple "For or Against W.R. Grace," as of course there are attorneys on both sides, EPA scientists who have taken on Grace and others who are Grace's expert witnesses, etc.
