We’ll be on retreat at Lewis & Clark State Park for all of Week 7.  Attendance at the retreat is required (meaning it will count as missed classes if you don’t go) for students taking 8 or more credits; it is recommended but not required for students taking fewer than 8 credits.  In either case, if you don’t go to the retreat, it’s your responsibility to find out what you missed and to make up the material on your own.
Since the park is not so far away from here, if you can’t come for the entire retreat, you could consider coming for part of it.  You’ve already paid for the food and housing, so you may as well come enjoy some of it!
ABOUT THE PARK

Lewis & Clark State Park features lots of trails for hiking, biking, and horsing.  We’ll be staying in the ELC (Environmental Learning Center), a lodge with fully equipped kitchen, wood stove, bunkroom that sleeps 24, restrooms, and showers. Driving directions from TESC to Lewis & Clark State Park: (from Google maps)
46.5 mi – about 50 mins

1. Head southwest on Evergreen Pkwy NW/The Evergreen College Pkwy toward Driftwood Rd NW  (2.8 mi)

2. Take the ramp onto US-101 S  (3.6 mi)

3. Take the exit onto I-5 S toward Portland  (35.5 mi)

4. Take exit 68 for US-12 E toward Morton/Yakima  (0.5 mi)

5. Turn left at W Avery Rd/US-12 E; continue to follow US-12 E  (2.7 mi)

6. Turn right at Jackson Hwy  (1.5 mi)
