Presentation Info
Each group will have a total of 25 minutes. Your presentation should be about 10-12 minutes long which leaves time for questions, and peer reviews. The format and nature of your presentation are up to you, but should clearly demonstrate the work you’ve accomplished. You should also say something about your process; how you went about completing your project. If you did a software project, we strongly suggest that you prepare a presentation with screenshots of your program in action, rather than giving a live demonstration. If you choose to do a live demo, you should have a (very solid) plan B in case the live demo doesn’t work (this happens! often!).

On the day you are presenting, please show up 15 minutes early with your presentation so that we can load them all onto one computer (which eliminates the need to spend time switching computers), or so we can plan ahead, should you need to use your own computer to present.

If you opt not to do your presentation as a live software demo but would still like to show off your work, we have reserved the CAL from 11:30 to 12:00 on Thursday to give you a chance to do so.
