The project report will be a group effort. It's fine if different sections of the report are written by different members of your group.  Please remember, though, that this is a group report, so each group member's input should be incorporated, even in sections written by someone else.  
You should give a clear account of your work and results.  We don't have a particular format in mind –  it's up to you to develop a report that clearly presents each aspect of the project.  
 Though we don't have a particular length in mind, we expect that it will take 5-10 pages to present your work.  That said, your report must specifically address each of the following items:

Outline of the Report

brief discussion (100-300words) of how this problem (and/or its solution)

The Project Itself:

brief discussion (300-500 words) of how you went about solving this problem, i.e.,

what activities you see your project team took on and 

what deliverables (e.g., programs, statistics tests, etc.) you produced.
Anything else you need to add to explain what you did on the project, including a Bibliography.
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
