This continuing program will accept new students in spring contingent on the following choices by you.
 

All students in the program will choose to work primarily with one of the three faculty for the majority of their spring credits. All students in the program will meet together on Tuesday from 11 a.m. until 5 p.m.  The schedule for the rest of the week depends on which of the three faculty you choose to do the rest of your work with.  

1. Literature and Community Based Learning Focus
New students hoping to enter the literature/community based learning portion of the program should plan to attend the presentations of work by current students on Tuesday, March 8th at the Flaming Eggplant and Student Gallery from 6 to 8 p.m. and talk with Sarah Williams then.  Get a tentative spring syllabus from her by checking the Dance of Consciousness blog or e-mailing her after March 7th at williasa@evergreen.edu
2. Dreams and Metaphors focus
New students hoping to enter the dreams/metaphors portion of the program should send e-mail to donm@turbotek.net and indicate that you have ordered the text - Our Dreaming Mind by Robert Van de Castle.  Pay extra for fast shipping. The text is inexpensive. Entry into the dreams/metaphor focus section of the program is contingent on completion of a 600-word paper no later than March 22nd. It’s possible that this section of the program will fill before March 22nd, so send your paper as soon as you can.  Half of the paper should be a summary of the chapters on Freud and Jung.  The other half of the paper should summarize any portion of Chapters 1 through 5 in Our Dreaming Mind. You may choose any topic in these chapters for your paper, but read all chapters 1 through 7 so you are not behind the continuing students. Your paper should reflect your absolute best writing. Writing skills will be considered if there are more applicants than available spaces. Do not send as an attachment. Cut and paste into the body of the e-mail.  Spring schedule for Dreams and Metaphors focus: Monday, Tuesday, Thursday from 11 to 5. 

3. Orissi Dance and Performance focus

New students hoping to enter the Orissi dance and performance portion of the program should send e-mail to Ratna Roy at RoyR@evergreen.edu and request a tentative spring syllabus.  There are openings for those wanting to focus on theater or production as well as dance.
