Field Trip to H. J. Andrews Long Term Ecological Research Site (HJA LTER)
October 13-15, 2011
Penultimate Information Posting!
What?  Our objective is to learn about long term ecological research studies, managing sites, setting up experiments, and environmental observatory data.  Weather/snow conditions will dictate some of what we do, but likely a long site tour covering plenty of science, and time before and after to start data analyses.

Lodging: We have 4 cabins plus a small faculty cabin.  Cost of lodging is $22/night, covered by the $100 field trip fee.  Each cabin is responsible preparing breakfasts and cooking/bringing stuff to the joint meals, and clean up.  One captain has been appointed per cabin;  he/she will is coordinate cooking, cleanup, and making sure cabin is secured before leaving.

To Prepare:  Read Luoma (Hidden Forest), pay your fees, pack your bag, get your cabin assignment, read and learn about the HJA, understand the field notes assignment(s).

What to Bring:  no alcohol, no recreational drugs.  Thursday lunch, water bottle, and snacks. EACH PERSON IS RESPONSIBLE FOR BRINGING A BED ROLL (sleeping bags, towels, pillowcase, etc).  Pack warm clothes, raingear, toiletries, field notebook, field notes, any assignment(s), Luoma text (for seminar), Cell phones (will NOT work at the site).  Space on the bus is limited!  Do NOT bring a laptop.  Bring one bed roll (~2’x1’x1’) and one small backpack. Your bedroll might ride back to Olympia separately, so you might not get it back until Tuesday!
Liability Forms:  You should have already given these to Carri, prior to the JBLM trip.  She will not let you on the bus until you’ve signed these!  If, due to exceptional circumstances, you are not traveling in the bus provided by the program, you will need to sign a separate waiver.
Waiver Forms:  If you are driving your own car, or driving with another student, or NOT returning on the bus, you must sign a waiver form – please do that Tuesday in class
Meals: We will provide breakfast food and snacks (mid morning, afternoon, evening coffee/tea and desserts), and food to cook dinners (and prepare Friday and Saturday lunches), all cooking and food prep will be done in the apartments – assigned tasks.  
Cost:  $100 covers lodging, incidentals and food.  Your student accounts have been assessed this fee, and you can pay on line. Actual cost is greater, but MES is paying the transportation.
Transportation/Itinerary.  We will have the same bus and driver (Rhonda) as on the trip to JBLM, and we will leave promptly Thursday at 8am.  Van will depart from:  front of C lot between the Comm Building walkway and the emergency phone.  Be there at 7:30 to load.
Leaving HJA:  Return to Evergreen:  Saturday leaving about 9am.

Directions to the Andrews Experimental Forest from Corvallis Oregon’s road and camera site  www.tripcheck.com   
· From Corvallis, go east on Hwy 34 to I5.
· Proceed south on the I-5 and take exit 194A (I-105 to Springfield, McKenzie Hwy); 

· Travel east on Hwy 105 to Springfield and turn east on Hwy 126 (2nd light, left 2 lanes turn east); 

· Travel east on Hwy 126 through Springfield and along the McKenzie River past the town of Blue River (about 35 mins); 

· Continue to 3/4 mile past MP 43; It's the road just past the "Christmas Treasures" store. 

· Turn left at 'Blue River Reservoir' sign onto Forest Road 15. Drive up the hill and away from the McKenzie River; 

· Travel 3.8 miles along Blue River Reservoir, past Forest Road 1506 and cross Lookout Creek Bridge; 

· Just past the bridge, turn right onto Forest Road 130 at 'Andrews Forest Headquarters' sign. 
Below are our cabin assignments – these are also posted (with room numbers) at the cabins.  The door codes for cabins are NOT posted at HJA – so please remember the code for your cabin.  Codes are listed below - see 4-digit codes, e.g., for Quartz Lower Left 4162.
