Paris-Dakar-Fort de France:  Modern and Post Modern.


Fall/Winter/Spring


Faculty:  Bailey, Hire + Haft (½ time fall) (+ module, French lang.)


	Winter, Bailey, Hire, (+ module, French language)


	Spring, Hire only + module, French language, beg.


	Students in spring can travel to France (16 qtr. hrs.) or continue French lang. (4 qtr. hrs.) here.





Fall Quarter we will examine Modernism, in visual arts, literature and philosophy from its 19th century roots in romanticism, decadence, symbolism, expressionism, and “primitivism.”





Winter Quarter we will examine Post modernist thought, and deconstructionism and its roots in dada/surrealism, negritude, nihilism, existentialism, and post-structuralism, and its impact on contemporary art and literature.





Spring quarter students will be immersed in contemporary French culture.  Students who do not travel abroad to a French-speaking culture in spring can continue 4 credits of French language work at beginning, intermediate or advanced level.





Prerequisite:  1 year college study





Intensive and demanding study of major intellectual and artistic currents of the French-speaking world.  An excellent opportunity for rapid developing of French language skills.  (Approximately one half of instruction will occur in French.  Program is appropriate for beginning, intermediate and advanced language learners.)
