First, return to this question from last week: If you had to summarize Hill’s thesis in the Historical Sources chapter, what would it be? Choose three passages (find page references) from that chapter that best express his thesis or analysis or that you found especially meaningful. Second, why did Hill choose this (your chapter’s) story to tell about employment discrimination? What’s the special contribution of this chapter? Identify any current relevance that you may still see. (40 minutes) Finally, groups report to the whole seminar, with discussion. (50 minutes)

For next week, read Eyes on the Prize. Bring your paper to class next week with your question for Rev. Lawson.  Remember, the assignment is:


Write about a particular aspect of the legal and organizational strategies employed by civil rights activists in winning important victories over segregation and discrimination. You might decide to discuss how and why political equality and employment equality are so related. Conclude your paper with a question for Rev. Lawson that connects labor and civil rights struggles.
