1. How has this book contributed to your understanding of remedy in civil rights/employment law? You might want to take into consideration these issues:

What’s the significance of the title? 

Where does the idea of proportionalism come from?

Where does the term Affirmative Action come from, and why might this matter?

What would Moreno say about each of these periods of equal employment law:

Racial proportionalism of the 1930s, FEPC period, Civil Rights Act of 64, and the Past Discrimination/Griggs era. Where does he conflict or agree with Herbert Hill?

2. What are the weaknesses in Moreno’s argument or approach?

Where does the idea of proportionalism come from?


What does Moreno choose to include or omit from the history of the 1930s and 1960s/1970s, and why would that matter? Think particularly of the A. Philip Randolph film, the Birmingham Eyes on the Prize video, Herbert Hill’s book, Critical Race Theory, and Rev. Lawson’s speeches or discussions about the movement. 

Ultimately, what does he recommend, and what would others recommend?
