I changed the font to Lucida Handwriting, placed it in an oval format placed the Twana phrase for “Gifts of the First People” as well as “Gifts of the First People” inside the oval with a drawing of cedar boughs enveloping the Twana language.  The background color will be a blending of greens, from dark to light.


The Skokomish people and other Pacific Northwest tribes consider the Western Red Cedar the “Grandmother Plant.”  She makes their life possible by providing shelter, clothing, tools and medicine.  I KNEW when I heard Elise Krohn speak of the cedar in these terms that I had to include it in my creation of the website logo.





This rough draft of the logo, will have a better drawing of the cedar boughs.  The ones shown are only copies out of Michael Moore’s book, cut and pasted into the logo.
