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Objective

To save sample web pages that have design elements that you like to your local hard drive and view  them in Dreamweaver.  These instructions are specific to working on a Windows computer.

1. Locate and Save a Specific Web Site

A. Using Netscape Navigator, find a web site that you think has interesting design elements.

B. From the menu bar, select File>Save As.

C. Create a folder in Users/Scratch with your name.

D. Rename the file if necessary, including the .htm extension, and Click Save.

2. Open in Dreamweaver

A. Open Dreamweaver.

B. Select File>Open from Menu.

C. Open the page you just saved.

D. Switch to the split code and design view and off you go!
