Portfolio 
The portfolio you submit for evaluation at the end of fall quarter will reflect the stages of development in your projects, and will demonstrate your understanding of the key concepts of the program.
Your portfolio should contain the following:

· An introduction describing the way your portfolio is organized, and important features of your portfolio as a whole.

· Section introductions that discuss your relationship to the work, significant learning that occurred through the work, or your evaluation of it.
· Table of contents to guide the reader through each section of the portfolio.
· Autobiography project, including all drafts of the work and author’s notes. 
· Evidence of meetings with writing tutors, including drafts, comments, and revisions..
· Map of Your Life project  (pictures are fine), including a short narrative “reading” of the map.
· Research: copies of materials and writing contributed to research portfolio.

· Research project: copies of notes, outlines, and other contributions to research presentations.
· Poster project: final product
· Poster project process pieces, drafts, and inspirations.
· Book project: process pieces
· Book project: documentation of final book.
· Sculpture Project: documentation of creative process
· Sculpture project: documentation of final product
· Seminar: all of your writing for seminar, including journal, papers, notes
A portfolio is a collection of work. Writing, drawing, painting, documentation of 3D projects, research and more can be collected in a portfolio.
