Program Purpose and Description: 



The theme for the year is Indians and the Law: Uncovering the Truth and Moving to Praxis, and spring quarter represents 12 credits of a yearlong program. The primary question we will undertake during spring quarter is: Conducting an analysis of specific Indian Case Laws, what are the impacts on our lives presently and implications for the future?

Nine core credits will be earned through the course-required readings, course work, and seminar participation. As part of the nine-credit core, each student will have the opportunity to create and present a Demonstration of Excellence that meets the Evergreen General Education expectations and the Five Foci. Discussions with site faculty will determine scope, breadth, depth and focus of the Demonstration. An additional three of the 12 credits are earned through one of the module selections.  Evergreen students may earn up to 8 additional credits per quarter subject to site faculty approval. Students meet together one time each week at their community class and for four weekend classes per quarter and seminar on the required books, topics and speakers. The program is interdisciplinary in subject content.

· Purchase either Pedagogy of the Oppressed by Paulo Freire OR Pedagogy of Hope by Paulo Freire (Am I required to purchase both? No. Is it all right to purchase both? Yes. Do I have to read both? No. Can I pick which book I want to read? Yes. How will our site seminar on 2 different books? You and your site will work that out.)

Evaluation:

Students are awarded credit for work that they can demonstrate they have done. Simply registering for a certain number of credits does not guarantee award of those credits. The 9‑credit core for spring quarter 2003 includes:

· Attendance and participation in all weekly class sessions and all weekend classes

· All reading and writing assignments as determined by module instructors and site faculty

· Quantitative Reasoning/Math Workshop taught at the weekend classes

· Ethnography workshop taught at the weekend classes

· Attendance and participation in Writer’s Workshop/Writer’s Fair

To earn full credit for the 9‑credit core, site faculty assess students in the following areas:

· Preparation for and participation in each weekly class session and all weekend classes. Preparation includes having completed required readings and assignments with accompanying notes for seminaring. Participation includes all class activities and seminaring. Attendance at weekly classes and weekend classes is not optional.

· Timely completion and quality of all written assignments.

· Student notebooks (As determined by site faculty)

· Student demonstration of new learning. Self-evaluations should reference the Five Foci and the Expectations of an Evergreen Graduate.

Students with missing or late assignments, inability to prepare for and participate in class, or those with attendance problems can expect to earn less than the 9‑credit core (or have grades lowered if Northwest Indian College students). Your site faculty will make final decisions regarding award of credit and/or grades.

To earn module credit, module instructors assess students in the following areas:

· Preparation for and participation in all module sessions. Preparation includes having completed required readings and assignments with accompanying notes for seminaring. Participation includes all class activities and seminaring. Attendance is not optional.

· Timely completion and quality of all written assignments.

· Student demonstration of new learning.

Students with missing or late assignments, inability to prepare for and participate in class, or those with attendance problems can expect to earn less than 3 credits (or have grades lowered if Northwest Indian College students). Your module instructor will make final decisions regarding award of credit and/or grades. Students with questions about module grades or evaluations can take the issue up with their site instructor, who will discuss the matter with the module instructor.
