· A Writer’s Reference (read, study and take notes):

· Section C1, pages 3-13: especially look over the checklist for assessing the writing situation, pages 4-5; Techniques for exploring ideas, pages 5-9; and, the idea of thesis statements, pages 9-10
· Read one of the sample papers on either page 351 or 376. Pay particular attention to:

· The thesis statement: what sentence tells the reader what the paper is about?

· Body of the paper: support and development of the thesis statement.

· Conclusion: How does the author tie it all together at the end?

· Brainstorm for a topic and develop some ideas
· Use the brainstorming technique of your choice (AWR p. 5-9 for ideas)

· Remember to talk to others, try out your ideas and ask for help.
