Writing Assignment for Suburban Nation?

Daughters of Suburbia, by Lorraine Delia Kenny

1. Review Daughters of Suburbia for the Cooper Point Journal, explaining two or three important ways the author discovered that white, middle class suburban girls form their class, race, and gender identities in suburbia. Use specific examples from the text. You may also choose to include ideas or facts from other books or your project research.

2. Assume many in your audience have grown up suburban, but avoid offending those who haven’t by statements like, “everyone knows what suburban high schools are like.” 

3. Don’t use the first person voice (“I” or “we”) and don’t use the passive voice (“It is known that suburbs are economically segregated.”)
