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BRING TWO COPIES OF YOUR WORK TO CLASS

In this afternoon’s class, you wrote and shared vignettes in which you tried to capture the essence of your research interest.  During Part II, you took those vignettes a step further by sharing them with your classmates.  We hope you can see that your vignettes, written on the spot, could be better.  That is, they could reflect your interests more accurately and more clearly.  Your assignment for Monday has two parts.

Part I.

Look again at the vignette you wrote in class.  Think about the ones you heard from your classmates.  Think about your discussion of all the vignettes during Part II of today’s workshop. And especially, think again about your own purposes for taking this class.  


Rewrite your vignette. Make it better.  Keep it simple and narrow, but this time you may go beyond two pages.  If necessary, start over:  write a new one.

Part II.

After you have rewritten your vignette (or written a new one), comment on it.  That is, interpret it for the reader.  How does this vignette bear on your topic of interest?  Recall Tritle’s introduction (all of it).  Tritle describes the connection between the fine grain of his own experience—the stuff of the vignettes of his first four pages—and the questions and concerns about war in general, and particularly about connections between the Peloponnesian wars and the Vietnam war, that became the book From Melos to My Lai.  Use his work as inspiration for your commentary on your vignette.
