Perception

Take Home part: Essay question 

This essay is due at the beginning of the biology lecture on Monday, February 9th at 9:00 AM. It should be roughly five pages in length.

We've been noticing how artists and their audiences are involved with perceptual experience in making and responding to art. Compare and contrast some views from our work so far about the role perceptual experience plays in making and viewing art. Think about how such experience relates to ordinary perception and to logical thought of the sort that concerned Descartes or Piaget, and about the significance of such perceptual experience in how art functions and why art matters. Write about these issues in Snow's account of Vermeer, Blake, Woolf's discussions of art of various kinds in To the Lighthouse, and Weschler's account of Irwin. 

In-class Part: On Monday, February 9th during the science workshop time (10:15-12:00) you will take the in-class part of the exam. The in-class part of the exam will consist of two sections.

Section I: I this section, you will be presented with six of the twelve paired concepts from the list below. Of the six, you will be asked to select four and explain each of the terms in a sentence or two, and then write a paragraph about ways of relating them. Expect to spend roughly fifteen minutes writing about each pair. 

Below you will find twelve pairs of terms; we want you to get as clear as you can about what's involved in each term, and to think about various ways in which you might relate the terms in each set - ways in which they're alike, ways in which they're different, and so on.... (Obviously, some will be alike in some ways but different in others...)

The best way to learn the science material is to work out problems and the best way to know if you understand the material is to explain it to your peers.
