Group Timeline Presentations

You and your team, of four to five people, will be responsible for a presentation covering timeline information from one or more chapters in the text Blood and Guts.  These teams will be established at the end of week one, so as to allow plenty of preparation time. Most of these presentations are scheduled for 1:00 on Thursdays with the first group, presenting chapter two, during week three. Presentation time will vary from ten to thirty minutes. (You are expected to read all assigned chapters from Blood and Guts.)

Part One: Schedule a time for your team to meet. At this meeting all members should have read the chapter and come prepared to discuss the significant historical events. (Keep in mind that you are the judge for what is deemed significant for this assignment.)

Part Two: Prepare as a team a timeline of significant events. (The number of events will vary depending on the chapter. A good goal would be to have two or three events per person in your team.) This timeline should contain the date, event name, and a one-word significance description. (There is a lot of flexibility with how you want to display your timeline. Just keep in mind that this timeline will be presented to the class, so organization and clarity is important.)

Part Three: Prepare as a team a list of significant events. This list should include, in chronological order, the date, event name, and one-word significance description. This should be printed out and handed in to the faculty.

Part Four: As a team assign each individual one of the events from the timeline. Each individual should prepare a one to three paragraph expansion of his or her event. After the paragraph(s) include any and all references used (book, author, page).

Part Five: As a team, present the overall timeline created from your chapter(s) to the class.  (The class is going to want to write down your timeline.) When one of the expansion topics is reached, that team member should present the additional information.

What to turn in: Submit your team timeline, team list of events and all individual expansion topics to the faculty.
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
